• Self-Contained Breathing Apparatus Fit Testing -AC Heins told the Board that 
Chief Rita was to present a proposal, to the Fire Chiefs, to partner with 
YCPARMIA for a new fit test machine. If accepted it would reduce the time 
needed to complete the testing and meet the recognized standards.
